CRITERIA FOR JUDGING:  Number of litter picks held, beautification projects, front garden improvements, cleanliness and maintenance, involvement of community, public art projects, etc.

The competition will be judged by the Falkirk Council Litter Strategy Team and an objective judge from outside Denny/Dunipace.  Only areas within Denny and Dunipace will be considered.  The winning group will receive a trophy and £100 at the April 2011 CGI Spring Clean Up.

CGT stands ready to attend your litter picks during the 9 months, providing equipment & advice through the Litter Strategy Team.  As long as the majority of the clean up volunteers are from your own group, we will come along and help. 

Once we receive your entry form we will contact you to come take a walk around the area you intend to improve, to take “before” photos.  During the nine months of the competition we will ask for documentation from you on litter picks, funding applications/awards, beautification projects, etc and “after” photos.
